MC G : “What got us excited about this movie was the
possibility to see the future war between humans and
machines that we had never really seen before, although
Cameron gave us a small look at it. This way, we honor
the mythology of the first three films, but truly begin
again; and hopefully that will be the defining characteris-
tic of Terminator Salvation.”
